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Chastity Caban, 26, of the Lower East Side took the day off from work and waited in line for nine hours outside FYE music store on 51st street today to eagerly await a soundtrack CD signing for the WB’s television series “One Tree Hill” now in its second season. 

“I had to buy their DVD and CD to get a wristband and wait outside,” said Caban. “It set me back $68, so now I’m broke.”

The event, which caused a horde of fans wearing handmade t-shirts saying “One Tree Hill Rocks My World” in pink and black letters, also included a concert performance from Tyler Hilton, one of the shows regular guest stars who sings two songs on the new compilation CD released in stores today. The CD features titles from Jimmy Eat World, Gavin DeGraw, and Michelle Branch. 

“Music is a staple of the show,” said actor James Lafferty who plays the character Nathan. “Our creators and producers are very music conscience and their music choices affect the tone of the show.” He also adds that his favorite song on the album is “Re-Offender” by Travis. 

“One Tree Hill” is not the first youth television show to release a CD featuring the songs of famous artists that were played during their episodes, the trend started in the early 90s with “Beverly Hills 90210,” and recently “The OC” made a success of their compilation CD.

When it was 7 o’clock and the cast had still not arrived after their earlier appearance on MTV’s TRL, the eager crowd chanted “One Tree Hill, One Tree Hill!” 

Finally, amidst girlish screams of “I love you!” the stars entered the store. 

Talking over the squeals of “I love you Chad,” Chad Michael Murray addressed the screaming fans. He thanked them for coming out and introduced Hilton who performed three songs in front of the crowd that weaved around the different aisles of music and filled the entire first floor.

With his acoustic guitar, Hilton sang his songs, “When It Comes,” and “Pink and Black” both featured on his already released solo CD “The Tracks of Tyler Hilton,” but neither are on the television soundtrack being promoted. However, the last song he performed, “Glad” is included on the new soundtrack. 

“My head was spinning,” said Hilton tugging on his spiked hair, after his mini-concert. “I have never been around a crowd like this; the kids were screaming and going crazy for them [his co-stars], I’m just on a few episodes of the show so they are mainly here for the cast.”  

Bethany Joy Lenz, one of the popular female stars of the show, who also does a duet with Hilton on the CD but did not perform at the store said the entire cast was happy to be promoting the new album together.
